PURPOSE:
Establishment of Contract:

In accordance with Chapter 34, Section 34.044 of the Revised Statutes of Missouri (RSMo), the State of
Missouri, Division of Purchasing and Materials Management desires to enter into a contract with Trane
US. Inc.-St. Louis as a single feasible source for Trane HVAC parts for various Office of
Administration, Division of Facilities Management, Design and Construction (OA/FMDC) facilities on
an as needed, if needed basis. The requirements have been posted in accordance with 34.044 RSMo.

GENERAL CONTRACTUAL AND PERFORMANCE REQUIREMENTS:
Contract:

A binding contract shall consist of: (1) the Single Feasible Source (SFS) document, and any amendments
thereto, (2) the contractor’s response, (3) clarification of the response, if any, and (4) the Division of
Purchasing and Materials Management's acceptance of the response by “notice of award” or by
“purchase order”.

The contract expresses the complete agreement of the parties and performance shall be governed solely
by the specifications and requirements contained therein.

Any change to the contract, whether by modification and/or supplementation, must be accomplished by a
formal contract amendment signed and approved by and between the duly authorized representative of
the contractor and the Division of Purchasing and Materials Management or by a modified purchase
order prior to the effective date of such modification. The contractor expressly and explicitly
understands and agrees that no other method and/or no other document, including correspondence, acts,
and oral communications by or from any person, shall be used or construed as an amendment or
modification to the contract.

Contract Period:

The original contract period shall be as stated on the Notice of Award. The contract shall not bind, nor
purport to bind, the state for any contractual commitment in excess of the original contract period. The
Division of Purchasing and Materials Management shall have the right, at its sole option, to renew the
contract for two (2) additional one-year periods, or any portion thereof. In the event the Division of
Purchasing and Materials Management exercises such right, all terms and conditions, requirements and
specifications of the contract, including the percentage discount, shall remain the same and apply during
renewal periods.

Firm, Fixed Percentage Discount:

In the event that a price list/catalog lists more than one price for the same item, the applicable quoted
firm, fixed percentage discount shall be applied to the lowest listed price. The State of Missouri shall
always receive the contractor’s lowest price for the item.

The contractor shall understand and agree that the firm, fixed percentage discount for parts shall remain
the same throughout the duration of the contract.

Prices Must Be Lowest:

The contractor’s prices must be the lowest offered to any governmental or commercial consumer, under
the same terms and conditions.

Payment Terms:

The contractor shall understand and agree the state reserves the right to make contract payments to the
contractor through electronic funds transfer (EFT)., Therefore, prior to any payments becoming due
under the contract, the contractor must return a completed state Vendor ACH/EFT Application, which is
downioadable from - the Vendor Services Portal at:

To the extent that a provision of the contract is contrary to the Constitution or laws of the State of Missour or of the United States, the provisions shall
be void and unenforceable.

The contractor raust be registered and maintain good standing with the Secretary of State of the State of Missouri and other regulatory agencies, as may
be required by law or regulations.

The exclusive venue for any legal proceeding relating to or arising out of the contract shall be in the Circuit Court of Cole County, Missouri.

INVOICING AND PAYMENT

The State of Missouri docs not pay state or federal taxes unless otherwise required under law or regulation. Prices shall include all packing, handling

The State of Missouri assumes no obligation for equipment, supplies, andfor services shipped or provided in excess of the quantity ordered. Any
unauthorized quantity is subject to the state’s rejection and shall be retumed at the contractor’s expense.

All invoices for equipment, supplies, and/or services purchased by the State of Missourt shall be subject to Jatz payment charges as providex in section
34.055, RSMe.

The State of Missouri reserves the right to purchase goods and services using the state purchasing card,

DELIVERY

Time is of the essence. Deliveries of equipment, supplies, and/or services must be made no later than the time stated in the contract or within a
rcasonable peried of time, if a specific time is not stated.

INSPECTION AND ACCEPTANCE

No equipment, supplies. andfor services received by an agency of the state pursuant to a contract shall be deemed accepted until the agency has had
reasonable opportunity to inspect said equipment, supplies, and/or services.

All equipment, supplies, and/or services which do not comply with the specifications and/or requirements or which are otherwise unacceptable or
defective may be rejected. In addition, all equipment, supplies, and/or services which are discovered to be defective or which do not conform to any
warranty of the contractor upon inspection (or at any later time if the defects contained were not reasonably ascertainable upon the initial inspection)
may be rejected.

The State of Missouri reserves the right to reium any such rejected shipment at the conteactor’s expense for full credit or replacement and o specify a
reasonable date by which replacements must be received.

The State of Missouri's right to reject any unacceptable equipment, supplies, and/or services shall not exclude any other legal, equitable or contractual
remedics the state may have.

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The contractor agrees and understands that the contract shall constifute an assignment by the contractor io the State of Missourd of all rights, tille and
interest in and 1o all causes of action that the contractar may have under the antitrust laws of the United States or the State of Missourt for which causcs

CANCELLATION OF CONTRACT

give the contractor an opportunity to cure the breach or 1o explain how the breach will be cured. The actual cure must be completed within no more
than 10 working days from notification, or al a minimum the contractor must provide the staie within 10 working days from netification a written plan
detailing how the contractor intends to cure the breach.

If the contractor fails 1o cure the breach or if circumstances demand immediate action, the state will issue a notice of canceliation terminatiag the
contract ymmediately. [f it is determined the DPMM improperly cancelled the contract, such concellation shall be deemed a termination for
conveuicnce in accordance with the contract.

If the state cancels the contract for breach, the state reserves the right to obtain the equipment, supplies, andfor services to be provided pursuant to the
contract from other sources and upon such terms and in such manner as the state deems appropriate and charge the contractor for any additionaf costs
incurred thereby.

The contractor understands and agrees that funds required te fund the contract must be appropriated by the General Assembly of the State of Missouri
for cach fiscal year included within the contract period. The contract shall not be binding upon the state for any period in which funds have not been
appropriated, and the state shall not be liable for any costs associated with termination caused by lack of appropriations.

BANKRUPTCY OR INSOLVENCY

Upon filing for any bankruptcy or insolvency procecding by or against the contractor, whether voluntary or involuntary, or upon the appointment of a
receiver, trustee, or assignee for the benefit of creditors, the contractor must notify the state immediately, Upon leaming of any such actions, the state
reserves the right, at its sole discretion, to ¢ither cancel the contract or affirm the contract and hold the contractor responsible lor damages.

10. INVENTIONS, PATENTS AND COPYRIGHTS

11. NON-DISCRIMINATION AND AFFIRMATIVE ACTION

maintain an affirmative action program which shall include:

The identification of a person designated to handle affirmative action:

The establishment of non-discriminatory selection standards, objective measures to analyze recruitment, an upward mobility system, a wage and salary
structure, and standards applicable 10 layoff, recall, discharge. demotion, and discipline;
